We ask all riders & helpers
to respect the facilities provided & those who clean them. Please place any litter in the bins. Thank you.

Therace will be neutralized from the HQ to the start [1]. On passing the start / finish line for the first time [14], the
lap board will show 6 lapsto finish, (4 lapsfor the3/ 4/ L event).

[2] At 0.2 milesturn left (M) onto A54 toward Congleton. 2 marshals on junction.
Caution, double white lines a ong this road to Congleton.

[4] Proceed along A54 for 4.4 milesto left turn (M) onto Chelford Road toward Swettenham. 2 marshals.

[5] At 5.2 miles, caution (M) descent to River Dane. Ride with caution, blind left hand bend, manhole cover on
inside left of corner. Marshal at bottom and at narrow bridge over River Dane warning oncoming traffic of
riders.

[7] At 5.9 milesturn left (M) onto Swettenham Road. 2 marshals on junction.

[8] Caution, rough surface to inside of left hand turn.

[9] At 7.4 miles, caution (M) narrow descent, marshal at bottom warning oncoming traffic.

[10] At 8.5 milesturn left (M), onto Forty Acre Lane. 2 marshals at junction.

[11] At 9.9 milesturn left (M) onto A535, toward Holmes Chapel. 2 marshals at junction.

[12] Caution, double white lines to Holmes Chapel.

[13] At 11.5 milesturn left (M) onto Manor Lane to complete 1 Iap. Continue as before to finish

[14] where lapboard will read 5 lapsto go (3 to go for 3/ 4/ L event). Complete 5 more lapsto finish race (3
more lapsfor 3/ 4/ L event).

[14] Racedistance 115kmE/ 1/ 2.
Race distance 80 km3/4 /L.
Lapped riders will finish the next time they cross the finish line after the race winner.
